TAKE OR AUDIT A COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY COURSE 15 CE HOURS FOR 1 SEMESTER CREDIT

10 CE HOURS FOR 1 QUARTER CREDIT
Earn 45 clock hours for a 3-credit semester course or earn 30 hours for a 3-credit quarter course. Course must be
within one of the 15 domain focus areas.

ATTEND A CONFERENCE, WORKSHOP, OR SEMINAR 1 CE HOUR FOR EACH HOUR OF TRAINING
Must be within one of the 15 domain focus areas.

ATTEND TRAINING AT WORK 1 CE HOUR FOR EACH HOUR OF TRAINING
Must be within one of the 15 domain focus areas.

DEVELOP A PROFESSIONAL PRESENTATION OR 2 CE HOURS FOR EACH HOUR OF TRAINING
IN-SERVICE TRAINING PROGRAM

Must develop the presentation or program - delivering the presentation or program alone does not qualify. Must
be within one of the 15 domain focus areas. The number of hours of training is based on the length of the presen-
tation or training program and NOT the amount of time to develop.
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SERVE ON A BOARD OR COMMITTEE 1 CE HOUR FOR EACH HOUR OF SERVICE PROVIDED
Must be for a rehabilitation counseling organization. Always qualifies as Professional Development.

AUTHOR OR CO-AUTHOR A PUBLISHED, PEER-REVIEWED ARTICLE

15 CE HOURS
A PUBLISHED BOOK CHAPTER 30 CE HOURS
A PUBLISHED BOOK 50 CE HOURS
Must be within one of the 15 domain focus areas.

CURRICULUM DEVELOPMENT FOR A

15 CE HOURS FOR 1 SEMESTER CREDIT
REHABILITATION COUNSELING COURSE

10 CE HOURS FOR 1 QUARTER CREDIT
Must develop the course - teaching the course alone does not qualify. Each course developed is eligible only

once for CE credit. Always qualifies as Professional Development.

SUPERVISE INTERNSHIP/FIELDWORK OF 10 CE HOURS FOR EACH SEMESTER
REHABILITIATION COUNSELING STUDENT

7 CE HOURS FOR EACH QUARTER
Credit is based on a semester/quarter of supervision, not the number of students supervised. Always qualifies as
Professional Development.

ATTEND COMPUTER APPLICATION/TECHNOLOGY 1 CE HOUR FOR EACH HOUR OF TRAINING
TRAINING

Qualifying areas are transferable skills analysis, placement programs, assessment programs, communications,

report writing, recordkeeping, and information services. Training on Microsoft® or similar products is not
acceptable. Always qualifies as Professional Development.

EDITORIAL REVIEW OF A RECOGNIZED REHABILITATION 15 CE HOURS PER REVIEW
COUNSELING PUBLICATION
Always qualifies as Professional Development.

PROVISIONAL SUPERVISION OF A CRC APPLICANT 30 CE HOURS FOR EACH APPLICANT
Always qualifies as Professional Development.
RESEARCH

50 CE HOURS FOR EACH STUDY
Must be related to rehabilitation counseling or counseling. Always qualifies as Professional Development.

DEVELOPMENT OF REHABILITATION COUNSELING 1 CE HOUR FOR EACH HOUR OF SERVICE
LEGISLATION OR REGULATIONS
Always qualifies as Professional Development.
